For any large power service a 1-13 terminal meter socket (Milbank UC 7449-XL or equivalent) shall be mounted.  Or any approved transocket.

2.
The utility furnishes the CT’s, PT’s, test switches and meter wire from secondary side of CT’s to meters.

3.
Electrical Contractor will furnish and pull wire from the disconnect to the transformer.  Electrical contractor terminates their own wires at disconnect.  Utilities will terminate all cables in transformer.
